B. Course Description

EMID has been awarded an ARRA Education Technology grant for the 2008-2009 school year to, among other things, develop two cohorts of teachers.  One of these cohorts will explore the use of web 2.0 tools to enhance their own professional development.  The other cohort will explore the impact of technology integration on student achievement through action research on the topic.  This project, in partnership with Hamline University, will prepare a cohort of Technology Integration Teacher Leaders from the Northeast Metro Integration School District 6067 in a comprehensive model for technology integration.  The teachers participating in these two cohorts will increase their knowledge of technological vision, trends, and applications, and acquire the ability to integrate technology into their own curriculum, assessment, and instruction, with the ultimate result of improved student achievement.  Through this professional development, the cohort will become leaders in their own technology-based teaching expertise.
Web 2.0 & Connectivist Learning will focus on utilizing new technologies to connect, collaborate, create, and share.  The primary focus will be on teacher professional learning and building a Personal Learning Network.  We will explore in depth how web 2.0 tools like blogs, wikis, podcasts, vodcasts, social bookmarking, social networking, microblogging, and others can be utilized both for personal professional growth and how these tools might be used in the classroom.  Both this and the Digital Impact group will culminate in a Hamline Institute on Technology in Education where participants will lead sessions.  Participants of this group will be asked to locate an educator from their personal learning network to co-facilitate a discussion session at this institute on a topic of their choice related to technology, education, school policy, or teaching & learning.
